4. To assess the performance of the language learners from class I to class X through CCE
(Continuous comprehensive evaluation)
To prepare language learners for their needs of education and for career.

Features of English language:

The English language is unique in many ways. It has the following features like Phonology, Graphology, Syntactics, Phraseology
and Semantics, which make the language rich in variety. It is a link language widely used as a medium of instruction, a world
language, a language of trade and commerce, a language of Science and technology, a library language and the only language that

gives us a wide spectrum of information and access to global knowledge.

Skills of learning English:
